Emerging Artist Award, American violinist Stella Chen is the winner of the 2019
Queen Elisabeth International Violin Competition in Belgium. Stella is also the
inaugural recipient of the Robert Levin Award from Harvard University.

Stella has performed with the New York Philharmonic, Chicago Symphony
Orchestra, Minnesota Orchestra, Chamber Orchestra of Europe, Baltimore
Symphony, and Belgian National Orchestra, among others. She appears frequently
with Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center both in New York and on tour. Her
chamber music partners include Itzhak Perlman, James Ehnes, and Matthew
Lipman.

A graduate of the Harvard/New England Conservatory Dual Degree Program, Stella
received her doctorate from the Juilliard School where she serves as teaching
assistant to her longtime mentor Li Lin. Teachers and mentors include Donald
Weilerstein, Itzhak Perlman, Miriam Fried, and Catherine Cho.

Her debut album ‘Stella x Schubert’ on the Platoon label was highly acclaimed by the
Gramophone, leading her to win Young Artist of the Year at Gramophone Classical
Music Awards 2023.

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Ji Young Lim, violin

Born in Seoul, Korea, Ji Young Lim started the violin at the age of seven. She
studied at the Korea National University of Arts under Nam Yun Kim and Kronberg
Academy in Germany under Mihaela Martin. She also pursued further development
at the Cologne University of Music.

In 2015, she won the first prize at the Queen Elisabeth International Violin
Competition in Belgium. She has also received prizes at international competitions
including the Indianapolis, the ARD, the Montreal International and the Henri
Marteau. She is active performing with the prestigious orchestras such as Frankfurt
Radio Symphony Orchestra, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, Marinsky Orchestra,
Indianapolis Symphony Orchestra as a soloist and touring worldwide as a recitalist.
She also appears in numerous international music festivals. She released her debut
album of Mozart and Beethoven sonatas from Warner Classics in July 2017.

She was selected by Forbes, “Asian Leaders Under 30” and in 2023 became
the youngest artist to be appointed as a faculty member at the Department of
Instrumental Music at Yonsei University.

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Stradivarius 1708 Violin “Huggins”
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This violin was once owned by an English astronomer, Sir William Huggins (1824-
1910), who kept it until his death, hence the name “Huggins”. It was acquired by the
dealer Zack of Vienna from France in the late 1870’s, and was brought to W. E. Hill
& Sons in around 1880, and was sold to Sir William in 1882. The violin enjoys a very
good reputation for brilliant color of varnish and for good state of preservation.

Stradivarius 1717 Violin “Sasserno”
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The name of this violin was taken from Comte de Sasserno, a French owner in
1845. In 1894, it was acquired by Pickering Phipps, owner of a well-known brewery
in England. In 1906, this violin was passed into the hands of Henry Summers of
England, and was well-preserved in his family for 93 years.
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Eri Osuka is a distinguished chamber pianist who has made a significant impact
globally collaborating with renowned maestros like Koichiro Harada. Also renowned
as a master class pianist, she has earned the utmost trust and recognition by
esteemed violinists such as R. Pasquier, J-P Wallez, W. Marschner and G. Poulet.
In 2011, she released a CD featuring Mozart violin sonatas in collaboration with
former Vienna Philharmonic concertmaster Daniel Gaede. From 2013 to 2015, she
organized “Andiamo Osuka Eri Piano Chamber Music Concert Series”, receiving top-
notch reviews and accolades in music publications. Since 2016, she has continued
to captivate audiences in Kyushu Chikuho, Mito Sagawa Bunko, and Tokyo
Hamarikyu Asahi Hall with “Andiamo Part 2 Series”. In 2020, she launched “Lilia’s
Chamber Music”, a production at the Kawaguchi Lilia Event Square. Eri is deeply
dedicated to nurturing young talent in the classical music realm.

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The Queen Elisabeth International Music Competition of Belgium is considered one
of the world’s top 3 competitions and recognized as young performers’ gateway to
success.

In 1997, Nippon Music Foundation started to loan the Stradivarius 1708 Violin
“Huggins” to the grand prize winner of the Competition in order to support the
Competition and the young promising players.

In 2024, the Violin session of the Competition will be held, and its winner will newly
join as the recipient of the “Huggins”. The two violinists of today’s concert are the
winners in 2015 and 2019. To date, seven winners have been loaned the “Huggins”.
