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<Hospital Facility Dog Program>




The first full-time Facility Dog program in Japan is continuing despite the COVID-19 pandemic.
In 2020, our 3 facility dogs teams visited patients 5425 times. As of February 2021, the Facility|
Dogs and their handlers are working at Shizuoka Children’ s Hospital, Kanagawa Children’ s Medical
Center and Tokyo Metropolitan Children’ s Medical Center. In 2020, two facility dogs in training
had 4 month advance training at Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center to graduate in Spring 2021 to
start working with new handlers. They will graduate soon and one of them is planned to start
working at Shizuoka Children’ s Hospital to replace Yogi which will be retiring in fall in 2021.
The other one is planned to work at a new hospital in 2021.

<Beads of Courage Program>
The Beads of Courage® program has continued at Ibaraki Children’ s Hospital and Osaka City General
Hospital and as of February 2021, a total of 23 hospitals (470 patients) are doing this program.
We started providing the Chronic Disease Program to non—cancer patients from 2014 and the program
has been implemented in 10 of the above 23 hospitals. We have conducted 15 online Beads
Ambassador training sessions for medical staff and certified 106 new ambassadors this year. In
November SOK had an online conference with the ambassadors from hospitals for exchanging the case
studies under COVID-19 pandemic situation.

In 2020, SOK continued “Camp Courage for Survivors” to provide long—term follow—up support to
34 pediatric cancer patients. 3 main leaders led the planning and implementation of 7 online
workshops supporting participants’ learning and career development.

{Awareness and Fundraising Activities>

All the events for awareness and fundraising was canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic but we
have changed our strategies focused on crowdfunding campaigns as well as online events such as
concerts on YouTube and others.

<Other Programs>

We have started our new online/interactive program called Shine On! Connections to support 18
hospitals in May, 2020 by providing iPads, projectors and remote control robots to pediatric
wards. 314 patients participated in workshops (mainly science, art, music, technology and English
learning) and live concert events via Zoom/YouTube in hospitals for psychological care and
learning support. Shine On! Kids has also started to support the mothers of pediatric cancer
patients in 2020. The online relaxation workshops were conducted by an expert and the numbers of]
