In this educational program, students acquire knowledge about integrated watershed and coastal zone
management based on “studies on the Connectivity of Hills, Humans and Oceans (CoHHO)”, coupled
with integrated environmental management and policy.

Through this program, we aim to foster internationally active specialists with a grasp on the
connectivity between hills, humans and oceans and who will acquire the skills to contribute to a
sustainable society with a healthy symbiosis between humans and nature.

What are CoHHO studies?

CoHHO studies are a new academic discipline which considers the understanding and
restoration of ecosystems, ecological connectivity, and its connections with human activities which
are the key items for solving local and global environmental issues. CoHHO draws from a wide
range of academic fields related to forest, human and ocean ecosystems including social sciences.
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Schedule & Eligibility

The Educational Program for Studies on the Connectivity of Hills, Humans and Oceans aims to educate
people who will be able to work in international settings. The program started on April, 2013 and will
continue for five years. Students enrolled in any graduate school of Kyoto University have the opportunity
to join this program. A minimum of one year is needed to complete the program.
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Interdisciplinary program involving the leading organizations in Kyoto University

The Educational Unit for Studies on the Connectivity of Hills,
Humans and Oceans has been established in collaboration with the
Nippon Foundation. The interdisciplinary education and research
program will be provided through a collaboration between 3 graduate
schools in Kyoto University (Agriculture, Human and Environmental
Studies, Global Environmental Studies) and the Field Science
Education & Research Center. More than 30 faculties from the above-
listed graduate schools provide broad and various lectures. B

In this program, most courses and lectures are offered in English.
This program offers:

®a training course to learn English communication skills, and all students participating in this
program can take the course for free.

o®fellowship for excellent foreign students (self-funded applicants only).

e®financial support for travel expenses regarding the internship placement (more than 1 month stay)
in international institutions.

e®financial support for travel expenses to attend international conferences in order to present
research results.

®original compulsory modules such as the “Integrated Watershed and Coastal Management”
module for study of the Connectivity of Hills, Humans and Oceans provided by first class
researchers, and the “International Cooperation through CoHHO” module including presentations
and group discussions.
